Thursday, July 8: Early Registration will be open from 3 p.m. to 7 p.m. You may pick up 
your tour packets and have the whole day on Friday to explore places we will not be able 
to get to on our tour days. We will have some great suggestions for you!

Friday, July 9: Our Registration Desk will open at 10 a.m. for you to pick up your packets.
