Spice Up Your Life:
Easy - MICROWAVE PEANUT BRITTLE

Y4 cup peanuts -

1 cup sugar -

Y% cup light corn syrup -

1/8 teaspoon salt - 1 teaspoon butter
1 teaspoon vanilla

1 teaspoon baking soda

Grease cookie sheet with butter set aside. Stir peanuts, sugar, salt and syrup together. Mi-
crowave on high 4 minutes. Stir microwave another 4 minutes. Add butter and vanilla.
Microwave 2 minutes. Stir in soda spread on cookies sheet. You can use Cashews or a mix
of the two.

When Mike starts his T, there is smoke and flame (back-fire) when it starts. While we watched Mike
during the tour from: Evergreen Rd, to Forker Rd, Peak onto Hopper Rd, Fair Well, Madison, Dowing,
Mt. Spokane Day Rd, and to Greenbluff. Suzie and Alan Stacey followed during the tour with our 53-
Chevy Belair. Clocking Mike going from Greenacres up to Argonne Road. With his Turbo-T we watched
Mike go up the hills at speeds of about 56 mph.
