A week of fun & entertainment, coupled with beawtiful Montana scenery, great hospitality, lots
of friends, and 175 Model T's from all over the nation came together the first week of August to
create 2 memorable and fantastic Montana Majestic Mountain Model T National Tour. Based at the
Whitefish Mountain Ski Resort in Whitefish, MT where the MTFC A took over the entire resort and
all condominiums, participants had a week filled with daily tours to such places us Glacier Mational
Park. a wip around Flathead Lake, several musewm visits, and visits to many of the Flathead Valley's
unique towns, including Kalispell, Polson, Big Fork, Eureka, and Columbia Falls.
