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T Club Member Profile

Jeff, Tammy & Parker Hipp

September’s “Member Profiles” are long-time members, Jeff and
Tammy Hipp, along with their 11% year old son, Parker. Jeff's
interest in Model T's go back to his childhood days when he
learned about Henry Ford and his Model T’s. He attended a few
swap meets in the early 1980s with his dad and grandpa which
further inspired his wanting a Model T.

Jeff and Tammy met at a high
school dance at Central Valley
High School in 1987 when Jeff was
a senior and Tammy a sophomore.
They have been members of the
Spokane Model T Club since 1989
when Jeff saw an ad for a Model T
in the local paper. He went to see
it and it turned out to be T Club
member Dave Swenson’s 1925
basket case Touring. Jeff and his
dad, Earl, bought it so that they
would have a father/son project to
work on.

Around 1993, one of Jeff's cousins
in Ellensburg also wanted a T.
They found a 1925 Roadster in
Spokane, and in exchange for Jeff

& Earl rebuilding it, they would get the spare 1927 chassis it came
with. Then a year or so later, Earl bought a 1923 Touring himself
that they both restored. Jeff also has a mid ‘20s Model T enclosed
delivery body (slated to be restored sometime soon, hopefully)
which apparently was home to a skunk that ran out between and
around Jeff’s legs when the body was lifted by a tractor in the field.

Out of high school, Jeff went
to Spokane Falls Community
College, majoring in the Fine
Arts and Graphic Design, and
Tammy  attended  Spokane
Community College majoring
in Dental Assisting. As you
would anticipate, after college
graduation and a few years of
working, Jeff and Tammy got
married in July 1993.

Due to important career growth
opportunities and resulting job
changes, Jeff and his family
made major long distance move
to Atlanta, GA in 1996 (after the
Olympics) where Jeff attended a

graduate school for design and took a job at a well-known design
studio - Tammy found work with a great dentist. They ended up
staying for 11 years in Atlanta (which grew by more than 1 million
people while they were there). A few years later, in 2005, they
celebrated the birth of their son, Parker, who is now taking on his
parents love and interest in antiques and their Model T. Parker is
also quite a good student and athlete - playing lacrosse (since
he was 4), baseball, and now also ice hockey. They moved to
Christiansburg, Virginia in 2007 where they lived for 6 years
when Jeff switched jobs to another design studio. The three of
them finally moved back to the Pacific Northwest, in October
2013, when he accepted a job as a graphic design manager for
Washington State University in Pullman. Tammy remains in her
career field working for a Pullman dentist. In 2015 they purchased
a home there built in 1889 and are working on restoring it to its
original glory. Did | mention that they also collect & sell antiques?

Their 25 Touring has been a bit “under-the-weather” lately with
three blown inner tubes (which Jeff has been putting off changing
because he doesn'’t look forward to taking off the stuck clincher
tires that have been on since 1990). But the not-so-subtle heckling
from friends (Erik) to get them changed and join club tours again
may be working. Next tour season for sure.

During those years in the eastern states, Jeff helped create
award-winning print and web-site designs for such renowned
institutions as National Geographic, Smithsonian Institute,
National Geographic Channel, The Biltmore Estate, VH1, AARP,

Tweetsie Railroad, many higher-ed institutions, and many other
nationally ranked organizations like The Carter Center (where he
personally met with Jimmy and Rosalynn Carter twice). This entire
time, Jeff and Tammy continued their quest of staying involved
with the Model T, and they maintained their membership with the
Spokane Model T Club for most of the time between 1996 and
2013 where Jeff provided the monthly cartoon, Jesting Jitneys. He
now helps manage the creation and design of graphics for all of
WSU’s various departments, many of which you have likely seen
on TV or in area newspapers and brochures without knowing the
graphics may have been Jeff’'s own creations.

A short time after returning to the Pacific Northwest, Jeff and Tammy

took on the onerous task of editing and publishing the Spokane T Blue Ridge Parkway in VA 2009
Club’s monthly newsletter, the FENDER CHATTER, and he has

brought about several positive changes to enhance the readability,

quality, appearance, and length of our newsletter. He has created a

full color 10-page magazine-style newsletter that has an enhanced

email edition as well as a black & white paper copy edition. Jeff

has presented many other new ideas to our club and through the

FENDER CHATTER, has attracted national attention to our club.

Jeff's most recent contributions were all of the color and black/
white Model T photo graphics he provided for our club booth at last
month’s Spokane Swap Meet and creation of the unique graphics
for the club’s new t-shirts, the logo designs for the recent 4th of July
tour and the upcoming Can-Am tour in September.

Thanks, Jeff and Tammy, for your many contributions to our club.
We are glad you're back in the northwest with us and wish you and
your family best wishes for a fun and fruitful careers in Pullman and
many good times touring with the club in the future.
